Tuesday last week’s Cocktail Function at the
Qld. Maritime Museum was an enormous Success
with political dignitaries lining up to recognise the
unigueness of the occasion and ABC Radio
journalists from Sydney and Maroochydore
competing for interviews as the 110 year old
original Maheno bell (a NZ National Treasure) was
rung and replica bells were presented to not only
the Qld. Maritime Museum but also, as a surprise,
to the Maheno School.

As another surprise, Sapphire PHF’s were
presented to Peter Olds, MD of the replica
manufacturers, and our own Russell Postle, for
their continued contributions to the community,
culminating last week with the ANZAC Centenary
Commemorations.

Last Saturday, on the beach of Fraser Island
beside what remains of the shipwreck of the SS
Maheno/HMNZ Hospital Ship No.1, nearly 80 years
after it was shipwrecked, an enormous crowd
witnessed an historic ANZAC service with
Aboriginal dancing, a F18 fly-past, hakas, a
bagpiper, hymns, prayers, wreaths laid, the ode
read by the Maheno's First Officer great
granddaughter, a bugler, national anthems sung
and the original and a replica of the Maheno’s
ship’s bell being rung.

The following luncheon, using the Maheno’s
actual 1918 Christmas Day Menu, was a great way
to cap off an amazing experience with huge
compliments to Steve Knight’s Fraser Island
Retreat team who catered for nearly 200 people,
exceeding anything they had catered there before.

What really epitomised the true spirit of ANZAC
were the 14 members from the Maheno School NZ,
as representatives of their community. By their
presence, just as the original ANZACS did 100
years ago, several communities (from across NZ,
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NSW, VIC, ACT and here in QLD) were brought together
for a wunified purpose. Principal Ryan Fraser’s
Commemorative Address at the ANZAC Service was
inspirational and it was such an honour to meet the group
that, | admit, | became overwhelmed with emotion when |
said my last farewell.

Finally, it must be repeated, a huge THANK YOU to
Russell Postle for making all this happen.
